	Unit: Vector Drawings and Selection in Quizzes
	Art Unit: Architecture (Drawing and Mixed Media) 
· Name sketching techniques (eg. contouring, stippling, scumbling, linear hatching)
· Know the effect of light on a shape/form from different directions.
· Know the concept of perspective, foreground & background
· To know that perspective allows artists to portray form in their artwork.
· Know that tone can affect the ability to create form
· Know how to combine materials and processes to design and make 3D form
·  (wire armature and Modroc)
· Convey a message through their sculpture.
· Uses directional shading with confidence to create form in a drawing.
· Experiment to create: line, tone, pattern, texture, form, space, colour and shape.
· Clearly shows areas of light and shadow in an observational drawing based on one or several light sources.

Design
